IDAHO WALK TO EMMAUS
The Gospel of Luke relates the story of two friends walking the road to Emmaus [Luke 24:13-35].  As these friends were sharing their deepest concerns, the risen Christ joined them.  He explained Scripture as they walked.  He led them in their journey of faith.  They finally realized who He was when He broke bread with them.

The Walk to Emmaus is a spiritual journey with friends.  During the weekend, we meet with the express purpose of growing in faith and discipleship, trusting that the Risen Christ will journey with us.  We will study Scripture, share in discussion groups, pray and meditate individually and collectively.  We will worship together, including breaking bread in the Sacrament of Communion.

The format of this weekend is simple. Participants will gather around tables.  They will hear fifteen presentations, by Laity and Clergy, focusing on Grace and Discipleship.  During this time together we will have opportunities for worship, personal prayer, one-on-one discussions with Clergy and a time for renewing of Faith commitments.

The Walk to Emmaus emphasizes discipleship lived out in work, leisure, family and the local church.  We teach basic Christian doctrine and practices grounded in Scripture.

There are three expectations of a person who wishes to participate in the "Walk:”

1. That they desire to grow spiritually and expand their personal and corporate faith life.

2. That they desire to become more active in their faith walk.

3. That they are members of the "Body of Christ.”   

We ask you to support the below named person on their "Walk" in several ways:

1. Pray for them on their "Walk.”

2. After the "Walk," meet with them and ask about their weekend.

3. Help them in the time following their "Walk" to discover their gifts and graces for ministry in the Body of Christ.
